
NEW CERAMIC CROWN is designed on the CEREC 3D computer 
monitor. Dr. Frangopol views the design in three dimensions, 
then makes modiþ cations and reþ nements as the patient 
watches. Once þ nalized, the design is transferred to the 
in-house diamond-cut milling machine, which mills the new 
ceramic crown in about 15 minuteõs time.
